Bentinck Terrace is on Bentinck Road which is off the Westgate Road (A186) running west between the A1 and the City Centre. Bentinck Road is almost opposite Newcastle General Hospital. 
To get by bus from the Central Station to the venue is easy – there are direct buses from the stops right outside the Station on Neville Street. The no 38 is the most frequent (every 10 mins) and the no 10 & 11 buses also go the same route – ask for the General Hospital Stop.

To reach the Reception entrance for Elliot House you need to go round the corner on Tweed Street, which is the third road off Bentinck road on the left (if you are travelling down it from Westgate Road. Please don’t park in this narrow road though.

Elliot House is a hostel for homeless people and has a total acceptance policy – please treat everyone you meet with respect.

ABOUT THIS PROJECT

mAD (micro AD for Local Food) is a joint project between the Community Composting Network and their member organisation Cyrenians. It is funded by the Big Lottery Local Food Programme and is for the benefit of community groups who wish to sustainably manage their waste resources for the production of local fresh food production.
Aim: To demonstrate the use of a new micro AD system to process food waste and produce fertiliser and/or growing medium in a sustainable way to enhance local food production.

2. Outputs of the system applied in controlled test beds to evaluate their use to enhance local food growing.
